2. Payment must accompany the entry form (no exceptions) : 
$ 225 for each entry of a Breeding Bull born in 2022 – Max. 10 Entries -  Floor Price  $4,500
$ 175 for each entry of a Breeding Bull born in 2023 – Max 10 Entries – Floor Price $3,500
$ 150 for each entry of an Open Heifer Born in 2023 – Max. 15 Entries - Floor Price  $2,800 
$ 150 for each entry of a Bred Heifer Born in 2022 – Max. 15 Entries  - Floor Price  $3,800 
$ 100 for each entry of a Bull Calf Born in 2024– Max. 15 Entries - Floor Price  $1,800 
$ 125 for each entry of a ‘Pen of 2 Heifer Calves’ born in 2024 – Max. 15 Entries – Floor Price  $1,400  Those who wish to Accept the Floor Price understand that if the animals do not sell, they will owe Jack Auction Group a Pass-Out Fee of $175 per Lot for their services. 
100% of All Entry Fees goes to the BPA.  All Bison will be sold by the head, not by the pound.
The entry fee will be forfeited if entry is accepted and the Bison are not available for sale. 
 
3. The maximum number of entries will be accepted in each class.  Each Consignor will be limited to a maximum of three entries per class. 
· 2022 & 2023 Breeding Bulls must have a satisfactory Breeding evaluation report from a DVM. 
· 2023 Open Heifers are to be confirmed Open by Consignor or pregnancy tested.  
· 2022 Bred Heifers are to be confirmed Bred safe in calf by a DVM. 
· All required Vet Work is the responsibility of the consignor.  
4. Consignors must be paid up members of the Canadian Bison Association and its Regional Associations across Canada, or any member of the National Bison Association in the USA. 
5. In the event there are more entries in a class than the limit (and all other classes are full), the Committee may reduce the class by draw. 
6. Consignors will be expected to enter quality animals that meet the minimum weight requirements as listed on the Entry Form. These animals will be advertised as the best each consignor has for sale, therefore it will be in the Consignor’s best interest to enter only their best. 
7. Consigned bison will be required to have a CCIA RFID Tag, plus have a DANGLE TAG with the 3 Digits matching the corresponding CCIA Tag, in each animal. 
8. The Bison need to arrive at the AG-West Building of the Westerner Park on Thursday, March 13th between 1PM and 6 PM.   
 
9. The Sales Commission on every animal entered in the Sale is 9% - 7% for Jack Auction Group and 2% for the BPA. 
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
